Childcare Volunteer Agreement Form
The following are the requirements and responsibilities that are expected from the childcare volunteers. By signing this form, you are agreeing to commit to the following.
REQUIREMENTS
· Minimum age is fifteen.
· You must attend a childcare orientation.
· A minimum of a four month commitment (to volunteer once a week) is required.
· The timeslot for childcare is Sunday-Thursdays from 7:00 PM to 8:30 PM.
· Understand and follow the Childcare Rules and Guidelines.
RESPONSIBILITIES
· Always remember to sign the Volunteer Log on the way in and when you leave- we use the log to figure out how many hours you have volunteered.
· Please give us at least 24 hours’ notice if you have to cancel, we rely on our childcare volunteers to take care of the children during programming at the Shelter and we may need to cancel a program if we cannot find a replacement, so we need as much notice as possible.
· If you want to leave the shelter to take the children outside to play or to the park next to the shelter, you must have the parents sign a release form.
· You are accountable for the children’s safety. 
· If a child is being unsafe or difficult, you need to address the problem. If the behavior is continuous then you should return the child to their parent. 
· 10 minutes before leaving get all the children involved in cleaning up the playroom.
· At 8:30 PM please make sure each child is returned to their parent.
Please let the Volunteer Coordinator know how your experience is going. Also, if you feel overwhelmed with the number of children please let the staff person on duty know.

Guidelines and Rules for Childcare

Conduct in the Shelter
· Giving the children snacks is prohibited unless approved by the parent or staff person on duty. If they are allowed to have a snack- they must eat only in the kitchen.
· The parents must change the children’s diapers and accompany them to the bathroom.
· Verbal or physical force is not to be used on the children at any time.
· Foul language is prohibited at all times.
· Due to confidentiality of the residents, no pictures are to be taken.
· Running in the shelter is prohibited.
· Play fighting is not allowed at any time.
· Jumping on the furniture is not allowed at any time.
· You must make sure to know which children you are in charge of and where they are at all times. Do not let them run off.
Volunteers are allowed in the following areas (with or without children):
· Kitchen
· Living Room
· Children’s Room
· TV Room
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Outside (with parents’ permission)
Difficulties with children:
· If a child is being unsafe or difficult, you need to address the problem. 
· If the behavior is continuous then you should return the child to their parent.
· If necessary, the volunteer can ask a staff member on duty to contact the parents.
Do not ask the children any personal questions such as
· Do you like living here? 
· Why are you here?
· What school do you go to?
